FIBONACCI & THE SPIRAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. Label one of the sides of the given square with a 1.

2. Highlight a second lx1 square to the left of and adjacent to the given square. Label one of its sides with a 1.

3. Highlight a 2x2 square underneath and adjacent to the previous 2 squares. Label one of its sides with a 2.

4. Highlight a 3x3 square to the right of and adjacent to the previous 3 squares. Label one of its sides with a 3.

5. Highlight a 5x5 square above and adjacent to the previous 4 squares. Label one of its sides with a 5.

Do you recognize the side lengths? What do you predict the next dimensions will be?

6. Highlight an 8x8 square to the left of and adjacent to the previous 5 squares. Label with an 8.

7. Highlight a 13x13 square below and adjacent to the previous 6 squares. Label with a 13.

8. Highlight a 21x21 square to the right of and adjacent to the previous

7 squares. Label with a 21.

9. Place a dot in the middle of each square. In order, from the beginning, connect each dot with a curved line.

This is a logarithmic or equiangular spiral.

10. Do you see the Golden Rectangles? Recall that Golden Rectangles are rectangles whose dimensions are consecutive Fibonacci numbers, e.g. 1x2, 2x3, 3x5, 5x8.
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
