Point

has a definite location and has no size



Notation: will be named with a capital letter
Line

can be thought of as perfectly straight - is made up of an



infinite set of points and has no thickness



two points determine a line



Notation: will be named by two points on the line
· Collinear points 

points all in one line

· Noncollinear points 
points that are not in a line
Plane 
can be thought of as-a flat surface with no boundaries - the 


length and width extend indefinitely but the plane has no 



thickness



three noncollinear points determine a plane



Notation: will be named by three points in the plane

· Coplanar points 

points all in one plane

· Noncoplanar points
points that are not in one plane
Space 
set of all points

· Intersection point 
a point which is shared by two or more 




figures
· Equidistant 

points that are equal distances from a 





common point
